Grammar:

· SWBAT utilize appropriate punctuation in order to compose a variety of sentences.

· SWBAT use subject verb agreement in order to compose complete sentences.

Unfamiliar Words:

· SWBAT determine the meaning of word parts (prefixes, root words, base words and suffixes) in order to define unfamiliar words.
· SWBAT use context clues in order to determine the meaning of unfamiliar words.
Connotation/Denotation:

SWBAT define and analyze literal & figurative words in order to explain word meaning.
Predictions:

SWBAT identify and analyze important events in order to 

make predictions.

Fact/Opinion:

SWBAT analyze word choice in order to distinguish between fact & opinion
Inferences:
SWBAT integrate a fact/a clue and prior knowledge and/or experience in order to make an inference.

Main Idea:

SWBAT identify supporting details in order to determine 

the main idea.
Conclusions:

· SWBAT combine multiple facts/clues from the text with prior knowledge and/or experience in order to draw a conclusion.

· SWBAT identify character traits in order to draw conclusions about character actions.

Text Features:

· SWBAT identify specific print features
in order to explain how the feature helps the reader 
· SWBAT identify graphic aids in order to explain how the aid helps the reader.

· SWBAT identify informational aids in order to explain how the aid helps the reader.

· SWBAT identify organizational aids in order to explain how the aid helps the reader.

· SWBAT identify text features in order to make judgments on the author 's use of text features.

Organizational Patterns:

· SWBAT identify key signal words in order to identify and analyze organizational structures/patterns.

· SWBAT identify signal words in order to place events in chronological order.

· SWBAT identify sequence of events in order to analyze the relationship between problem and solution.

· SWBAT identify key signal words in order to analyze comparison/contrast texts.

· SWBAT identify key signal words in order to identify sequential text.

· SWBAT identify key signal words in order to analyze cause & effect texts.

Characterization:

SWBAT use the process of characterization in order to analyze personality traits.
Compare & Contrast:
· SWBAT identify character traits in order to compare and contrast characters' motivation.

· SWBAT analyze character traits in order to compare and contrast characters.

· SWBAT determine author's viewpoint in order to compare and contrast tone.
· SWBAT determine theme in order to compare and contrast theme across texts.

· SWBAT analyze word choice in order to compare/contrast authors viewpoint
· SWBAT determine author's viewpoint in order to compare and contrast author's argument.
Author’s Argument:

SWBAT analyze word choice in order to explain author’s argument.
Author’s Purpose:

· SWBAT analyze word choice in order to determine author’s purpose.

· SWBAT identify text features in order to determine author’s purpose.
Author’s Viewpoint (agree/disagree):

SWBAT analyze word choice in order to determine author’s viewpoint.

Theme:

SWBAT analyze important events and impact on characters in order to determine theme.

Paraphrasing:

SWBAT convey the author’s message and use their own words in order to compose a paraphrase.
Summarizing:

SWBAT identify main idea and important details in order to summarize.

Figurative Language:

· SWBAT define and identify similes, metaphors, hyperbole, personification, and alliteration in order to interpret figurative language.

· SWBAT define and identify similes, metaphors, hyperbole, personification, and alliteration in order to compose an original piece of work.

Narrative Elements:

· SWBAT list and define the elements of fiction in order to analyze literary texts.

· SWBAT identify the elements of fiction (narrative text) in order to compose an original piece of work.
